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Bulgaria Riverboat              
Tragedy 

Police detained the head of the com-
pany that leased the 55-year-old Bul-
garia riverboat for a weekend cruise 
on the Volga River, where more than 
120 people drowned when it sank. 
It’s the worst disaster in Russian wa-
ters in post-Soviet. Only 79 of 208 
passengers survived the disaster, 
which saw the ship flooded by waves 
and sink in just three minutes during 
a storm on July 10. The ship sank 
at lunchtime, and most of the people 
were trapped in its restaurant. 
About 50 children crowded into the 
playroom inside the ship died as 
well. President Dmitry Medvedev 
has ordered sweeping checks 
into passenger transportation nation-
wide following the tragedy. But it 
remained unclear whether the checks 
would benefit the ship industry, 
which one expert said has been 
in “complete chaos” since the Soviet 
collapse.
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Tula Murder Motives               
Not Clarified 

Russian investigators seemed at a 
loss for a motive in the slaying of a 
family of five in Tula, a city 200 
kilometres south of Moscow. The 
bodies of Maria Shkapura, 35, her  
61-year-old mother and her three 
children, aged between five and nine, 
were found in their locked apartment 
in Tula. All victims were bludgeoned 
with a heavy object, possibly 
a hammer, and piled in the bathroom.

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Polluted City Tries                     
To Trick Google 

A city widely reputed as Russia’s 
dirtiest wants to prevent search que-
ries in Yandex and Google 
from displaying negative reports 
about its ecology. Chelyabinsk au-
thorities launched a state tender 
worth $10,700 to “optimize” Yandex 
and Google queries using 15 search 
phrases, including “radiation 
in Chelyabinsk,” “dirtiest city 
in Russia” and “ecology of the 
Urals.” The first 150 search results 
in each of the queries must display 
predominantly “positive or neutral 
o p i n i o n s  o f  t h e  e c o l o g y 
of Chelyabinsk and the Chelyabinsk 
region. Only 20 percent of the que-
ries may contain negative reports 
about the region’s environment. 
The count does not include search 
hits for Russian Wikipedia, of which 
no “optimization” is requested.

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No Beer to Be Sold After 11  
The State Duma approved additional restrictions on alcohol 
sales in Russia that will end sales of beer at night. The law 
is expected to fully come into force by January 2013, but it 
is already causing shock waves in the indus-
try. Danish brewer Carlsberg, which owns 
local market leader Baltika, saw its stock 
fall to a near four-month low in July. Under 
the proposed law, stores will be banned 
from selling drinks that contain more than 
0.5 percent alcohol between 11 p.m. and 8 
a.m. Currently, the threshold is beverages 
containing 15 percent alcohol or more. Ear-
lier reports indicating that kvas (fermented 
bread drink ), which typically contains 1.2 
percent alcohol, could be classified as alco-
holic and also banned, sparked fears among 
Russian consumers and producers. 
The Federal Alcohol Market Regulatory 
Service quickly reassured that kvas as well 
as kefir (fermented milk drink ) are not cov-
ered by the new bill. 
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Moscow Luxury Shopping Street     Ranks 
Third 

London, Paris and Moscow have the most expensive luxury 
shopping streets in Europe. In 2010, one-third of total reve-
nue for some brands was generated with the highest sales 
recorded in Italy, followed by France, Britain, Germany 
and Russia. London’s New Bond Street is the most expen-
sive luxury shopping street in Europe, with top rents reach-
ing 7,900 euros ($11,350) per square meter. On Avenue 
Montaigne in Paris rents reach up to 7,500 euros, and on 
Moscow’s Stoleshnikov Pereulok rents are as high as 7,015 
euros. The highest density of international luxury labels can 
be found in Paris. The top 100 luxury labels operate more 
than 150 luxury stores there, proving that the French capital 
remains Europe’s uncontested center of fashion and luxury 
shopping. Only London has a similar density with 125 lux-
ury outlets from the top 100 brands. Milan has just fewer 
than 90, while Moscow and Rome follow with 66 and 59 
luxury label stores. 
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“Lunatic” Embarrassed Putin 
Norwegian killer Anders Breivik has caused potential embarrass-
ment for Russian Prime Minister Vladimir Putin by describing 
him as worthy of respect and one of the two men he would most 
like to meet. Putin’s spokesman dismissed the comments as the 
“ravings of a lunatic” and a pro-Kremlin youth group distanced 
itself from Breivik after it was also praised in a manifesto he 
wrote before July 22 bombing and shooting spree. Putin’s 
spokesman, Dmitry Peskov, was quoted by newspaper Kommer-
sant as saying Breivik “was the devil incarnate.”
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Russia’s Rich Keep Home 
Life Separate From Work  
Russia’s richest are more focused 

on the opportunities generated by the 
financial crisis than its downside. They 
look to separate their personal wealth 
from their business interests and are 
largely opposed to involving their fami-
lies in their business activities.  

Nineteen businessmen domiciled 
in Russia, each with more than $50 mil-
lion in personal assets and businesses 
with annual turnovers above $50 mil-
lion, were surveyed for a new report 
that confirmed Russia remains broadly 
in line with many of the wealth-holding 
trends in emerging markets.  

The survey pointed to a focus 
on wealth creation rather than preserva-
tion and internal cash flows as 
the primary drivers of business. Ninety 
percent of respondents said they did not 
have a succession plan for their busi-
ness, and 74 percent said they would 
not want to involve an immediate fam-
ily member.  

Dominic Sanderson, a managing 
director at Campden Research, which 
conducted the survey, said this differed 
sharply from mature capital markets 
in the United States and Europe where 
a majority of the very wealthy wanted 
their children to carry on the family 
firm.  

All of the people interviewed 
in detail for the survey said they sepa-
rated their business assets from their 
private assets — a sharp increase 
from only 64 percent in 2009. Eighty-
four percent said they had not devel-
oped long-term personal wealth plans.  

Questions about uncertainty ahead 
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Iconic Cathedral                   
Turns 450 

Russia celebrated the 450th anniver-
sary of St. Basil’s Cathedral by opening 
an exhibition dedicated to the so-called 
“holy fool” who gave his name to the 
soaring structure of bright-hued onion 
domes that is a quintessential image of 
Russia.

The eccentrically de-
vout St. Basil wore no 
clothes even during the 
harsh Russian winters and 
was one of the very few 
Muscovites who dared to 
lambast tyrannical Tsar 
Ivan the Terrible. 

Ivan, whose gory 
purges claimed tens of 
thousands of lives, feared 
St. Basil as “a seer of 
people’s hearts and 
minds.” He personally 
carried St. Basil’s coffin 
to a grave right outside 
the Kremlin. The cathe-
dral, constructed to com-
memorate Ivan’s victory over Mongol 
rulers, was built on the burial site. 

The exhibition was held as part of 
anniversary celebrations in the cathe-
dral after a decade-long restoration that 
cost 390 million rubles ($14 million). 
The exhibition displayed relics and 
icons of St. Basil and other religious 
eccentrics, who were known as “holy 
fools.” 

The building was severely shelled 
during the 1917 Bolshevik takeover of 

the Kremlin and was patched up dur-
ing the subsequent civil war and fam-
ine. Early Communist leaders — who 
persecuted countless clerics of all 
faiths and destroyed tens of thousands 
of religious buildings — wanted St. 
Basil’s dynamited as it blocked the 
way to military parades, and only the 
cathedral’s conversion into a museum 
saved it. 

A century earlier, Napoleon Bona-
parte also ordered St. Basil’s blown up 

during his army’s 
hasty retreat from 
Moscow in 1812, but 
a heavy rain put out 
the burning fuses. 
Originally named the 
Holy Trinity Cathe-
dral, over the centu-
ries it became known 
as the place where St. 
Basil is buried. The 
design of its nine on-
ion-shaped, multicol-
oured domes combine 
the traditions of Rus-
sian wooden architec-
ture with Byzantine 
and Islamic influences 
into a unique struc-

ture. 
The restoration focused on recreat-

ing the way the building looked by the 
late 17th century, when the nine domes 
were united by a wraparound floor. By 
that time, St. Basil’s had become a 
symbolic New Jerusalem and the cen-
ter of Palm Sunday walks, when the 
Moscow Patriarch approached it sit-
ting on a donkey to recreate Jesus’ 
arrival in Jerusalem.

of the 2011 State Duma and 2012 presi-
dential elections were excluded, but 
worries over Russia’s political future 
have already had an impact on the busi-
ness climate, with $43 billion leaving 
the country in the six months during 
which the survey was conducted — 
October 2010 to March 2011.  

However, the report confirmed that 
the attractiveness of international in-
vestments for Russia’s wealthiest was 
growing. There was a burgeoning inter-
est in real estate acquisition. Every re-
spondent owned at least one interna-
tional property, only one of which was 
in the United States, while the rest were 
in Europe. Twenty-one percent had 
invested in land.  

The dollar, Swiss franc and pound 
sterling were the most favoured curren-
cies. Only 25 percent of respondents 
held liquid assets in rubles.  

Sixty-three percent said Switzerland 
was their offshore destination of choice. 
London came in second with 53 per-
cent, but Britain was overwhelmingly 
popular for rich Russians seeking 
a place to educate their children.  

There are currently 101 billionaires 
in Russia, according to Forbes maga-
zine’s annual ranking, including 15 
of the world’s 100 richest people. 
The 2011 BCG global wealth report 
released in May said there were 561 
households in Russia with assets 
of more than $100 million.  

The State Statistics Service said last 
week that 23 million Russians earn less 
than $231 a month.

Kvas should be consumed within 2 
days after the bottle has been 
opened. Storing kvas for longer 
than 4 days may result in a very 
sour taste. 
Kvas tastes better chilled.
