Russia’s population is shrinking,
women still outnumber men
by millions, and villagers are
abandoning their homesteads to move
to urban areas, according
to preliminary census results released
on March 28. The population stands
at 142.9 million, down 1.6 percent
from 2002, when the last national
census was held. The male population
is 66.2 million, or 46.3 percent, while

cent. About 61 percent of the popula-
tion is concentrated in three of the
seven federal districts: the Central,
Siberian and Volga districts.
The biggest population decrease, at 6
percent, was registered in the Far East
district. The demographic situation
improved mostly in the republics, as
well as in Moscow and St. Petersburg.
In the capital, the population grew
10.9 percent, bringing the number
of officially counted Muscovites
to 11.5 million. The urbanization trend
persisted with 73.7 percent of the
population concentrated in cities
and towns.

Minister’s column

What the provincial budget means to you

As you may know, the Government of Alberta released the
2011/2012 provincial budget on February 24. I would like to
explain what this budget means for immigrants to Alberta.

We have budgeted $54 million for immigration programs this
year. This is 14 per cent less than last year. The reduction was
necessary due in part to a $70 million decrease in funding from
the federal government for labour market programming this year
and we had to make some tough decisions.

One area that saw some reductions in this year’s budget was
English language training for adult newcomers. There was a $3.4
million reduction - or 27 per cent less - in the amount of money
for language training programs. This means that 2,025 adult stu-
dents will receive English language training this year, which is
625 fewer students than last year. Also, the Education depart-
ment is continuing to fund English language training for child
students. Along with their funding provided to child students,
Education will continue to provide $1,155 per child student who
requires additional English language training.

We are also working with a number of partners, such as
schools, post-secondary institutions and immigrant-serving agen-
cies, to find new ways to bring English language training to Al-
bertans. One example of this collaboration is the work being
done with Norquest on its Roots and Connections Program.

Another example is the new Break the Wall website at
www.breakthewall.alberta.ca. This site highlights a number of
language training services in Alberta, including our new
“Learning English with CBC” program. Our ongoing work with
recognizing foreign earned qualifications will continue, so new-
comers can start working in their field of education as quickly as
possible.

We expect labour shortages in the not too distant future and
recognized that we need to focus on occupational training.
This will include academic upgrading, part-time training
grants and supports for apprentices. Immigrants will be able to
access this training and better prepare themselves to join the
labour force.

Despite the reductions, the supports currently in place for
English language training will still be able to help immigrants
looking for help learning the language. Our investment in
occupational training will be the key to not only our immi-
grants’ success in the province, but the success of the entire
province.

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Cogito program in St. Albert

St. Albert Cogito
Continues to Grow

The Cogito alternative program in
St. Albert is anything but average!
Since the start-up in 2003, the pro-
gram has flourished. Cogito began
with 53 students in three classrooms,
and now has increased to 230 students
from kindergarten to grade nine. De-
signed for an average child willing to
work hard, test scores indicate that
students earn well above the provin-
cial average when it comes to reading,
writing, and arithmetic.

In addition to following the Alberta
curricular outcomes, students in
Cogito increase their knowledge base
in literature, language, history, geogra-
phy, science, and mathematics as out-
lined in the Cogito scope and se-
quence documents, which guide teach-
ers in providing the expanded curricu-
lum. Another aspect specific to Cogito
is the approach used to teach kinder-
garten to grade three students reading,
writing, and spelling. Students are
taught the letter/sound combinations
of the English language using Literacy
M.A.P., a structured phonics program.

First impressions are equally im-

portant, and students in Cogito wear
their uniform with a “dress for suc-
cess” attitude. Cogito actively fosters
an orderly, disciplined and secure
school environment which is charac-
terized by teacher-directed whole
group instruction. In a structured, or-
derly environment, students learn or-
ganizational and study skills necessary
to provide an academic edge for the
average child.

The Cogito program is also depend-
ent on strong parental involvement.
Parents are required to closely monitor
homework and participate in it with
their children. The program strives to
provide consistency with homework
practices and communication through
the use of weekly homework notes,
which outline due dates and assign-
ments. In turn, as students move
through the program, they begin to
take on the responsibility to schedule
their homework practice during the
school week and return assignments to
their classroom teacher. Access to
classroom web pages keeps parents
informed about poetry recitations,
homework notes, as well as visuals of
classroom events. In our Junior High
program, the weekly homework note
is emailed to families.

Russia Set to Profit From
Crises in Libya and Japan

a game changer both for Gazprom
and Russia because Russia is viewed
as a much more reliable gas supplier,
and the customers are more likely
to want to lock in supplies,” said
Chris Weafer, chief strategist
at UralSib.

Only a year ago,
Russia’s dominance as
a global energy sup-
plier was threatened
by low gas prices
and a reputation as
an unreliable trade
partner. But with
the world now shaken
by Japan’s natural dis-
asters

Russian giant Gaz- E555
prom rushed to sell
extra gas to European nations when
their supplies from Libya ran dry
during the escalating violence there.
It will also gain from selling energy
to Japan, where an earthquake
and tsunami have shut down 12 giga-
watts of nuclear capacity. Gazprom
is now in talks with several power-
generating companies such as Tokyo
Electric to sell them liquefied natural
gas.

Japan’s struggle to keep radiation
from leaking at the Fukushima nu-
clear plant, meanwhile, has caused
a deep rethink in the role of nuclear
energy, particularly in Europe.

The upshot of the recent weeks’
events, analysts say, is that fossil fuel
producers stand to gain, particularly
Russia. “There’s every reason
to assume that these events are

While its reputation has
in the past been tarnished
by sudden gas cutoffs
due to pricing disputes
with Ukraine, Gazprom
has always insisted it
was reliable. With
unrest spreading across
the Middle East
and threatening major new
sources of gas, that may
no longer sound like
an exaggeration. Russia
already provides two-
fifths of Europe’s gas im-
ports, a figure that could
grow. Libya, by comparison, ac-
counted for about 2 percent before its
taps were turned off because of the
conflict.

In Japan, where authorities are
trying to avert a nuclear meltdown
and find energy supplies to feed
the electricity grid, Gazprom has
taken the opportunity to try to gain
a foothold in a market it has long
been trying to crack. It’s estimated
that events in Japan and Libya could
add an extra 3 to 5 percent
to Gazprom’s sales this year.

Youth Launch Campaign to
‘Stop Guzzling’

Rampant alcoholism is
a centuries-old problem for Russia,
but the younger generation is buck-

ing the trend, as more
and more activists team up
to urge compatriots to “stop
guzzling.” Nationalists are
attempting to spearhead
the grass-roots campaign,
seeing it as a matter
of “survival of the Russian
nation,” but the call for a
healthy lifestyle reaches
beyond the radicals. Alco-
hol is the cause of one-fifth
of all deaths in Russia, ac-

the radical part of the move-
ment is also known for street
violence.

Nationalists were behind
some anti-booze campaigns
in social media and attempts

to organize jogging rallies
aimed at promoting a healthy
lifestyle. Most runs, however,
are dispersed by police, wary
of any unsanctioned public
activity. The latest such event,

cording to this year’s World

Health Organization survey. How-
ever, a joint study by the State Statis-
tics Service and UNICEF in January
also showed alcoholism among
young people has dropped 15 percent
since 2005.

“We are not fighting against
drinking, we are fighting
for sobriety,” says activist Alexander
Suvorov, 20. Suvorov and his friends
can often be spotted placing small
stickers on the walls. The stickers
show a crossed-out bottle with
the pithy call: “Stop Guzzling.”

Suvorov places some 100 stickers
a day, mostly on the way to and
from his Moscow college, where he
studies economics.

Some other sobriety promoters
opt for more radical methods. In the
city Rostov-on-Don last year, young
men hiding faces behind medical
masks jumped people who drank
alcohol in the streets, beating them
up while screaming “Russians don’t
guzzle!”

No one took responsibility for the
attacks, but nationalists are believed
to be likely suspects, as many
of them oppose drinking, while

staged in Moscow’s Izmailov-
sky Park in February, ended
with most joggers being fined for violat-
ing traffic rules.

But the anti-alcohol movement ap-
pears to be a patchwork of unrelated
small groups with different beliefs
and approaches and is not encouraged by
the government.
